Designed to enhance any interior, it offers
extensive control over privacy, glare, and thermal comfort,
making it an indispensable addition for spaces where a
complete blackout solution is desired.

Key to the superior functionality of this blockout textile

is an ultra-thin aluminium layer on the backside, which
reflects sunlight to maintain cooler interiors during summer
and insulates to retain warmth in winter. This innovation
significantly reduces heating and cooling costs while
lowering CO2 emissions, contributing to sustainability
goals. The aluminium backside also creates a uniform
facade appearance, making it ideal for both residential and
commercial applications.

Unlit Blockout is engineered with a three-layer construction,
where two thin textile layers enclose a central layer that
completely blocks out light. This advanced lamination
technique gives the roller blind a soft-brushed appearance,
further enhancing its aesthetic appeal.

Developed with a focus on safety and environmental
considerations, Unlit Blockout is PFAS-free* and flame-
retardant, ensuring compliance with stringent safety
standards — without compromising its light-blocking
capabilities.

The versatile colour palette of Unlit Blockout enhances

its applicability in various interior styles. Featuring
sophisticated greys, deep night blue, and warm beige
hues, it provides a range of colour tones that complement
any design theme. Whether you want to create a serene
atmosphere or make a bold statement, Unlit Blockout by
Louise Sigvardt offers the perfect combination of style and
functionality to elevate your project.
