Gingerisinspired by the smooth surface, cool hand and
fine, characteristic structure of flax. Small densifications
of yarns appearirregularly over its surface, expressing a
certain colour particularly strongly. This adds an extra
dimension to its soft and natural expression.

The colourways for Ginger are created with two contrasting
uni-coloured yarns —one in the warp, the other in the weft.
The inspiration for the colours comes from the subtle
nuances and harmonic hues of spices.

The contrast between the yarnsis strongerin the new
colourways. These give Ginger 2a melange-like appearance
whenitis viewed from a distance.

Made from Trevira CS, Gingeris durable and flame-retardant.
As aresult, itis well-suited to the contract market. Thanks
toits natural expression, it also works well in private homes.
